To ensure a consistent C4ISR Enterprise perspective in accomplishing the responsibilities as identified in the above references, it is my policy that Program Managers, C4ISR Node Managers, the Common Integrated Infrastructure (CII) Manager, and other stakeholders use for their enterprise integration activities the Joint Distributed Engineering Plant (JDEP), Joint Synthetic Battlespace (JSB), and C4ISR Enterprise Integration Facility (CEIF).


ESC established the CEIF to provide JSB-stimulated virtual and real environments capable of leveraging, among other things, the DoD’s JDEP infrastructure and technical framework to support C4ISR EI activities at the Program, C4ISR Node, CII, and C4ISR Enterprise levels.  The CEIF also provides a fully-simulated battlespace analysis capability that can be exercised for purposes of full-scale, theater-level effectiveness analyses and tradeoffs to include operator/hardware/software in-the-loop support to the full life cycle spectrum of the C4ISR Enterprise.  The CEIF serves as the Air Force C4ISR Operations Center and PM for access to, and use of, the JDEP.  The JSB and JDEP both support a standards-based technical framework for creating and executing distributed systems environments which will be employed to support the integrated C4ISR Enterprise. The CEIF facility provides access to other Air Force and Joint Service facilities, research facilities, industry, and academia.  An important consideration is that any connected system handling classified data or information, to include intelligence information, must employ information assurance features to function in today's multiple security level environment.  This consideration is part of the network simulation infrastructure that the JDEP, JSB, and CEIF bring to bear, that includes Diamond Matrix applications.

Responsibilities:

a. ESC/CXE is responsible for programming and managing the CEIF and the JDEP Air 

Force.  ESC/CXE has developed a CEIF Management Plan, which describes the CEIF basic core facilities, systems, management and engineering services as well as the process for customer use of the CEIF.  CX will coordinate CEIF requirements with programs/projects/experiments by developing a Project Support Agreement with each activity as part of the Project Planning Process in accordance with the CEIF Management Plan. 

b. Each SPD in the C4ISR Enterprise will designate a lead engineer and program integrator to plan for use of JDEP/JSB/CEIF capabilities through the C4ISR Enterprise Integration Systems Working Group (CEIS WG).  The CEIS WG will promote use of these capabilities in support of program needs at the Node, CII, and Enterprise level.  It will serve as an advisory council to each SPD on the ways that JDEP/JSB/CEIF infrastructure capabilities can be used to support specific program needs and system of systems engineering for the enterprise.  ESC/CX chairs the CEIS WG.

c. Node Managers (NMs) will coordinate C4ISR Node integration and interoperability, 

test, and certification plans with the CEIF Manager.  NMs, Program Managers and CII Managers will use CEIF services for planning, analysis, experimentation, and simulation activities.  They will provide and maintain a representative baseline set of systems (hardware, software, services, etc.) at the CEIF, either physically or virtually through connections to remote facilities.  These baselines will serve to support inter-nodal integration and interoperability testing, configuration management process, and support engineering analyses.
