Effective Command, Control, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C2ISR) depends
on our ability to field integrated and interoperable systems in support of our warfighters. OSD and Joint
guidance reinforce the need to address interoperability and integration concerns early in the acquisition
process. To ensure C2ISR integration and interoperability issues are effectively addressed, I have
assigned the Electronic Systems Center (ESC) the lead role and authority for the integration of Air Force
C2ISR systems. ESC is also the lead Air Force Materiel Command C2 product center. ESC/CC, as the
DAC for C2 Enterprise Integration, will direct actions to ensure the integration of C2ISR systems, and to
assure their interoperability with Joint and international systems.

ESC will work with the Aerospace Command, Control, Intelligence, Surveillance and
Reconnaissance Systems Center (AC2ISRC) and the USAF Chief Information Officer (CIO) staff to
develop appropriate guidance. ESC will also lead C2 Enterprise Integration planning and identification
of required resources to ensure all USAF C2ISR systems are integrated and interoperable within the
USAF and DoD C2ISR framework. ESC will work with the SAF/AQ staff to ensure that this guidance is
included in program management direction for USAF C2ISR systems. ESC will work with the
MAJCOM s to ensure that appropriate funding is included in the USAF budget to support this integration

and interoperability effort.
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
