


AF PORTAL STRATEGY
.AF Portal strategy is to field an AF Enterprise Portal

· An Enterprise Portal provides a single point of access, single password security, role-based access management and content & workflow personalization

· Enterprise Portal functionality typically consists of:

· Consolidated Corporate Communications

· Customized Employee Self Service

· Embedded Applications

· Just-in-Time e-Learning

· Collaboration and Knowledge Management

· Enterprise Dashboard (or Heads up Display)

.There are Enterprise Portals planned for the SIPRNET and NIPRNET communities

· Both are to primarily use the BroadVision Portal product, the AF Enterprise Portal license holder, with selected Communities of Interest using the Plumtree Portal product, also purchased and managed under the AF Portal program

· The current NIPRNET AF Portal capability (V1.3) serves a limited AF community and is to be replaced in early Jan 2002 by the AF community wide version (V3.0)

· The current SIPRNET AF Portal capability serves a very limited Combat Support community and is due to be replaced by an AF wide capability in 2002 – AC2ISRC has the AF lead on defining the capability to be provided by the AF community wide SIPRNET based Portal
