Some action items and future initiatives to be taken:

-Have the HPCDC Team get involved with Military Affairs to identify local academia and industry whom can use the computing power of the HPC.


-Many of the industry attendees were interested in the HPCC but couldn’t identify their organizational requirements.

-Handed out a survey at the conference and asked the industry representatives have their engineering department help them identify their requirements.

-During the breakout sessions we identified consortium of organizations that we believe could benefit from having the HPCDC here at Hanscom AFB. Government- (MA. State transportation, Natick Labs, Newport, Volpe); Defense centers (Raytheon, Lockheed Martin, GD, Teradyne, Textron); Commercial Industries (Genetics Industry, Heystack, Chemical industries, Semiconductor, Cisco, Nortel, EMC,) Academia (UMass, Harvard, MIT, BU, BC).
