This closure is as a mark of

respect for Ronald Reagan, the fortieth President of the United States.

After careful review by ESC/XPK and ESC/JA, it has been determined that for Information Technology Services Program (ITSP) II support personnel, this situation will be handled as if it were a Base Closure due to inclement weather (i.e., there will be no access to buildings and no Government personnel present for surveillance).  Therefore, ITSP II support personnel should look to their employers for guidance.
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
