ESC GOAL DAYS FOR 2004

1.
As a result of recent high levels of performance and to show appreciation for the dedication and hard work of ESC personnel, Lt General Johnson has approved 2 Jul 04 as an ESC Goal Day.  Therefore, minimum manning for ESC assigned military personnel is authorized and civilians are encouraged to liberally take leave.  Additionally, Lt General Johnson has established possible future ESC Goal Days for 3 Sep 04 and 12 Nov 04.

2.
Directors at Hanscom AFB must ensure that MITRE and/or ITSP II contractor personnel are accommodated as necessary in terms of workplace access and job performance.  Therefore, Quality Assurance Personnel/Functional Area Evaluators (QAP/FAE) should advise their MITRE and ITSP II contractor personnel on whether they will have access to Government buildings and if Government personnel will be present on these ESC Goal Days.

3.
If contractor personnel cannot be given access to a particular Government building, they may be allowed to work at the contractor's off site business office or allowed to make-up the hours another day as long as this is agreeable with the Government program office they support.  In order for hours to be invoiced, deliverable services must be performed against the contract/task order's Statement of Work (SOW) or Performance Work Statement (PWS) or other task order requirements.
