Vendors are reminded that Contracting Officers are now required to verify that a vendor is registered in the CCR prior to making award.

The final rule implementing Central Contractor Registration (CCR) in DoD was published in the Federal Register Vol 63 on 31 Mar 98.  It is critical that contractors understand that, as of 1 Jun 98, they will not be eligible to receive a contract award from a DoD activity unless they are registered in CCR.

Key points of the final rule:  Rules reuires a firm to be registered in the DoD Central Contractor Registration Database prior to award of any contract, basic agreement, basic ordering agreement, or blanket purchase agreement, for awards based on solicitations issued after 31 may 98 (changed from 31 Mar 98 in the proposed rule).  Firms must register on a one-time basis and annually confirm accuracy and completeness of registration information.
