DISCLOSURE STATEMENT:  If the offeror is a contractor who is required to submit a Disclosure Statement per FAR 30.201, the proposal in response to this RFP must also contain a copy of the Administrative Contracting Officer's (ACO) most recent letter concerning the adequacy of the offeror's current Disclosure Statement.


e.  DOD POLICY REGARDING FACILITIES:  It is the established policy of DOD that Contractors will furnish all facilities required for the performance of Government contracts, subject however, to those limitations described in FAR 45.3.  The term "Facilities" is defined in FAR 45.301 as "industrial property (other than material, special tooling, military property, and special test equipment) for production, maintenance, research, development or test, including real property and rights therein, buildings, structures, improvements and plant equipment".  Unless stated otherwise in this solicitation, no contractor and/or subcontractor is to assume that Government owned facilities, either through new purchases, available from existing Government inventories or those already in possession of the contractor and/or subcontractor, will be available to support any contract to be awarded as a result of this request for proposal.


f.  GOVERNMENT PROPERTY:  If the offeror proposes use of facilities under a government facilities contract, the usage will be limited in accordance with the terms and conditions of the facilities contract, inclusive of any negotiated phaseout program.  The offeror shall identify by brief description all Government-owned facilities, industrial equipment, or special tooling intended to be used in the performance of the contract, the value thereof, the facilities contract number, rental provisions and other relevant information.  A statement will also be included in the proposal indicating that such Government-owned property will be available for the timely completion of performance under an ensuing contract on a non-interference basis, whether or not the proposal is based on "No Charge for Use", and whether or not the offeror could perform the work in the event that the use of such facilities is not authorized or the facilities contract is phased out.


g.  INCREMENTAL FUNDING/TERMINATION LIABILITY:  A funding summary is required if the contract will be performed during more than one Government  fiscal year.  Submit funding requirements by quarter, summarized by Government fiscal year (1 Oct through 30 Sep) supported by projections of expenditures, commitments and termination liability.  Termination liability is defined as cost/expenditures incurred plus only those portions of firm commitments (e.g. subcontracts) which would be required to be paid in the event of termination at the end of the funding period.  Offeror's proposals must clearly specify the termination liability.


h.  INDEPENDENT RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT (IR&D):  IR&D funds may not be used to pay for work to fulfill this specific contract requirement.  As defined by FAR 31.205-18(a), an offeror's IR&D is that research and development which is not sponsored by a grant or contract.

L035  INSTRUCTIONS FOR RECOMMENDED SUMMARY FORMAT  (FEB 1997)

a.  Attachment # 4  is a recommended summary format for cost and pricing data submitted.  Contractor format may be used for the summary if it includes all the listed information contained on the recommended summary format.  All additional supporting schedules may be in contractor format and must track back to the overall program summary. 


b.  The supporting schedules shall include summary level estimating rationale used to generate the proposed costs.  Information such as historical cost information, judgment, analogy to other similar efforts, etc. are generally accepted methods of projecting labor expenditures.  Purchase order history, catalog prices, vendor quotations, firm negotiated values, engineering estimates, etc. are generally accepted methods of projecting material requirements.  An index shall be included referencing all cost or pricing data and other information identified in the proposal.


c.  DIRECT COSTS:   For direct inputs such as labor hours, material dollars, non-factored travel costs, computer usage, etc. provide supporting documentation, by Government fiscal year, (Oct 1 through 30 Sep) such as:

Labor Hours by Category of Labor (by year)

Labor/Overhead Rates by Category (by year)

Overhead/Factor Base Identification

Breakout of Travel Computations

Kinds, Types, and Detailed Pricing of Materials

Amount and Kind of Computer Usage and How Costs Derived

Direct labor hours, with their applicable rates, must be broken out by Government fiscal year and the bases used clearly identified.  For material costs, identify what will be purchased and the basis for the estimated cost, e.g. vendor quote, engineering estimate, etc. 


d.  LABOR AND OVERHEAD RATES:     The source of labor and overhead rates and all pricing factors should be identified.  For instance, if a Forward Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA) is in existence, that should be noted.  If the rates are based on current experience in your organization, provide the history base used and clearly identify all escalation, by year, applied to derive the proposed rates.  If computer usage is determined by a rate, identify the base used and rationale used to derive the rate. 


e.  SUBCONTRACTOR COSTS:   Provide your review and cost/price analysis of all subcontractor proposals over $10,000,000 or over $550,000 and 10% of your proposed cost..  A SF1411 may be used for subcontractor proposals over $550,000.  Submit all subcontractor proposals and analyses with your cost proposal.  If the subcontractor will not submit cost and pricing data to the offeror, this information must be submitted directly to the Government for analysis.  On all subcontracts and interdivisional transfers, provide the method of selection used to determine the subcontractor and the proposed contract type of each subcontract.  An explanation shall be provided if the offeror proposes a different amount than that quoted by the subcontractor.


f.  SPECIAL TOOLING OR TEST EQUIPMENT:   When special tooling, and/or test equipment is proposed, attach a brief description of said items and indicate if they are solely for the performance of this particular contract or project and if they are or are not already available in the offeror's existing facilities.  Indicate quantities, unit prices, whether items are to be purchased or fabricated, whether items are of a severable nature and the basis of the price.  These items may be included under Direct Material in the summary format.


g.  CONSULTANTS:  When consultants are proposed to be used in the performance of the contract, indicate the specific project or area in which such services are to be used.  Identify each consultant, number of hours or days to be used and the consultant's rate per hour or day.  State the basis of said rate and give your analysis of the acceptability of the consultant's rate. 


h.  FACILITIES CAPITAL COST OF MONEY:   If Facilities Capital Cost of Money is claimed, a properly executed DD Form 1861 is required in support of the dollars proposed.

L036  INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING TECHNICAL PROPOSALS  (FEB 1997)

a.  GENERAL:



(1)  Inasmuch as your technical proposal will describe and justify your technical approach to a problem and details of work to be performed, it should be specific and complete in every detail.  The proposal should be prepared simply and economically, providing straight-forward, concise delineation of capabilities to perform satisfactorily the contract being sought.  The proposal should, therefore, be practical, legible, clear and coherent.  In order that evaluation may be accomplished strictly on the merit of technical material submitted, no dollar costs are to be included in your technical proposal.  To provide clarity, estimated person-hour figures only will be stated, with no indication of the cost of said person- hours.



(2)  The proposal shall contain an outline of the proposed lines of investigation, method of approach to the problem, any recommended changes to the Statement of Work, the phases or steps into which this project might logically be divided, estimated time required to complete each phase or step, and any other information considered pertinent to the problem.  The  proposal shall not merely offer to conduct an investigation in accordance  with the technical Statement of Work, but shall outline the actual investigation proposed as specifically as possible.  Repeating the Statement of Work without sufficient elaboration will not be acceptable. The technical Statement of Work reflects the problems and objectives of the program under consideration and on occasion some of the possible approaches to the problem as recognized by this agency.  Unless otherwise specified, the prospective Contractor is not limited to the suggested approaches for equal or even preferred consideration.  However, any deviations must be fully substantiated in the proposal.  The entire technical proposal is not to exceed 75 double spaced pages.  Excess pages will be removed and will  not be evaluated.


b.  FORMAT AND SPECIFIC CONTENT:



(1)  To aid in the evaluation of the proposals, it is desired that all  proposals follow the same format.  Therefore your proposal shall, as a minimum, contain the information specified below in accordance with the general format:




(a)  Table of Contents




(b)  List of Tables and Drawings




(c)  Short Introduction and Summary

This section shall include a brief discussion of the problem and its facets.  This section shall also delineate, in general terms, the attack on the problem and its elements.  A roadmap showing the major activities, decision points, and their relationship should be included.




(d)  Technical Discussion of Approaches





1.  This section shall contain the major portion of the technical proposal.  It should be presented in as much detail as possible and contain, as a minimum, the following:






a.  Specific statement of the problem.  Describe the elements of the problem.  Identify those elements whose solution is critical to problem solution or whose solution has not been attempted before.






b.  Problem Attack.  Present a complete and detailed statement of the selected approach to problem solution, including analyses, experiments, simulations, tests and facilities required in resolving the problem and its elements.  Present a description or discussion of scientific principles and techniques on which the problem solution depends. This discussion should parallel the roadmap described in the proposal introduction and permit an efficient assessment of the inputs and outputs of the major activities and their proposed use.






c.  Specific statement of any interpretations, deviations and exceptions to the SOW.  This should parallel the RFP SOW and provide clear and concise indication of deviations, exceptions or changes proposed by the offeror.




2.  One technical approach must be selected as the prime proposal.  Alternate approaches may be presented but each must represent a complete and singular alternate technical proposal.



(e)  Program Organization.




1.  This section should show the relationship of this program to the overall company structure and the function and responsibilities of major subcontractors and contain, as a minimum, the following:





a.  General organizational experience and background of offeror on similar projects.  Available specifications, photographs, technical descriptions or other data are welcomed, and may be submitted to support the proposal.





b.  Estimated extent of subcontracting anticipated, together with a list of items or effort to be subcontracted.





c.  Itemized list of equipment and materials to be purchased.  Point out their applicability to the program and substantiate their need.  Prospective contractors must include a breakdown of materials and a breakdown of person-hours by labor classes, without costs, in their technical proposals.





d.  Estimate of travel required - include origin, destination and number of trips.  Substantiate purpose of and need for travel proposed.


(f)  Personnel Qualifications 



1.  This section shall identify specific personnel to be assigned for direct work on the project and as direct technical supervisors, plus:




a.  A description of the applicable research, engineering or management experience on similar projects, other technical/accomplishment background data and educational experience.  This role and responsibility of key personnel must be identified.




b.  Estimated person-hours for each individual that will be used on this project broken down by phase or task.  (No costs of these personhours are to be quoted in the technical proposal.)



2.  Also, identify specific additional personnel required for full program staffing, subcontract, or consultation with source from which they will be obtained.  Statement of assurance that proposed additional personnel will be available for work on this contract as specified in the proposal.  Alternate personnel sources should be listed if assurances of availability cannot be stated.


(g)  Facilities and Equipment Data 



1.  This section should include a statement of available plant, laboratory, equipment, computer and test facilities proposed for use on this project.



2.  Specific statement of additional plant, equipment, computer, and test facilities required for this project.  Indicate applicability to program and substantiate their need.  Indicate to what extent the program can be accomplished without them.  Consider alternate sources, substitutions, etc.


(h)  Program  Schedules 

This section should include the period of performance, proposed duration of project in months, by phases or steps, if applicable, and delivery schedules of all items.  Include time for preparation and submission of required reports.


(i)  Supporting Data and Other Information 



1.  This section should include specific concurrences in the requirements for reports.



2.  List all Government contracts in this and related fields held in the past and currently including cost of contract, title, sponsoring agency and contract number.  Also, list any reference material from DoD sponsored work used in preparation of the proposal.



3.  Any other pertinent information which will aid in evaluation of the proposal should be included.


c.  Note Section L, para l.A - FAR 52.215-7, Unnecessarily Elaborate Proposals or Quotations (APR 1984).

L037  DD FORM 1423  (FEB 1997)


a.  All technical data and identified administrative reports contractually required shall be supplied in accordance with attached CDRL or DD Form 1423.


 b.  The offeror may propose alternative offers which recommend substitutions or eliminations of the stated requirements.  Substantiate each recommendation and describe the projected savings that would result by accepting the alternative offer.

OTHER SOLICITATION PROVISIONS IN FULL TEXT

M001  SOURCE SELECTION  (FEB 1997)

The government will select the best value based on technical excellence, with cost and other general factors considered.  All evaluation factors other than cost, when combined, are significantly more important than cost.  However, cost/price will still contribute substantially to the best value award decision.  Contract(s) may be awarded to the offeror, deemed responsible in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation, and whose proposal is judged to be the most advantageous to the Government based on the evaluation criteria.  The Government may:


a.  Award one, more than one, or no contract at all, depending on the quality of the proposal(s) submitted and the availability of funds.


b.  Award to other than the lowest evaluated cost and/or cost and fee or to other than the highest technical offeror.


c.  Reject proposals that are evaluated to be unrealistic in terms of program commitments, including contract terms and conditions, or unrealistically high or low in cost when compared to Government estimates, such that the proposals are deemed to reflect an inherent lack of competence or failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the program.

          The Government will:



(1)  Consider, throughout the evaluation, the "correction potential" of any deficiency that is discovered.



(2)  Eliminate any competitive advantage resulting from the use of government furnished property.



(3)  Evaluate general considerations which will include proposed contractual terms and conditions; the results of award surveys or other capability/capacity reviews, if applicable, and includes the proposed termination liability funding profile against the availability of funds.

M002  EVALUATION CRITERIA  (FEB 1997)

Award will be made to the offeror proposing the combination most advantageous to the government based upon an integrated assessment of Technical Excellence, Cost and other General Considerations.


a.  Technical Excellence, will be evaluated based upon the assessment criteria (see below).  The narrative of each assessment criterion is provided to describe the scope of the criterion and does not contain separate subcriteria.  The evaluation of technical excellence will include strengths, weaknesses, and risk.


b.  Cost proposals will be evaluated to ensure realism, reasonableness, and completeness.  The evaluated cost may include adjustments to offset any competitive advantage from the use of government furnished property or to reflect other government costs associated with the proposed approach.  The government may use cost information furnished by other government sources or an independent cost estimate in evaluating the realism and/or reasonableness of the proposed cost/price in addition to the cost and/or pricing data submitted with the proposal.  The evaluation of realism will assess the compatibility of the proposed costs and the scope of the effort; reasonableness will be evaluated based upon the acceptability of the estimating methodology; and completeness will be evaluated on the basis of the proposal's responsiveness in providing all RFP requirements, traceability of estimates, and the sufficiency of information to enable Government review.


c.  General considerations include proposed contractual terms and conditions; the results of pre-award surveys or other capability/capacity reviews, if applicable; and includes the proposed termination liability funding profile against the availability of funds.

d. Award Without Discussion:  Be advised that proposals are intended to be evaluated and award made without discussion with offerors unless discussions are determined necessary.  Therefore each initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.

e. Proposals will be evaluated against each of the assessment criterion below.  Proposals will receive one rating for each assessment criterion.  There are four possible ratings: 1) EXCEPTIONAL, This rating is appropriate for a response that is outstanding in its major aspects and represents quality expected of a leader in the field.  A clearly outstanding contribution.  2) ACEPTABLE, A good rating when considering the industry as a whole. Reflects an acceptable position.  3) MARGINAL, A marginal rating when considering the industry as a whole.  Reflects responses that provide little or no imagination and inspire limited confidence or respect.  Represents a minimal contribution. 4) UNACCEPTABLE, This rating is appropriate when the proposal needs a major revision to make it correct, has no reasonable potential for correction, or leaves no doubt as to its technical inadequacy.

Factors are of equal weight.

FACTOR A - Understanding the Problem - The extent to which the proposal provides evidence that the offeror understands the problem, including but not limited to understanding the analog engineering of micro-channel plates, pulse height analysis, field programmable gate arrays, high voltage engineering, and ionospheric physics of the low earth orbit environment.

FACTOR B - Technical Approach  The extent to which the proposal provides evidence that the contractor has a sound technical approach to  accomplish contract objectives, including methods which will be used for test and analysis of the instrument.

FACTOR C- Compliance with Requirements - The extent to which the proposal provides evidence that the contract requirements will be met.

FACTOR D - Novel Approach -The extent to which the proposal shows evidence the offeror possess novel and unique technology that can be used in the accomplishment of contract requirements. 

FACTOR E - Experience and Qualifications - The extent to which the offeror possesses the necessary qualifications and experience with space flight hardware to meet contract requirements. 

FACTOR F - Management Capability - The extent to which the proposal provides evidence that the offeror possesses the management capability necessary to meet contract requirements.

FACTOR G- Past Performance- In evaluating performance the Contracting Officer will consider evidence of relevant present and past performance in contracts of similar complexity and scope contained in the proposal and from other sources.
