SUBJECT:  Request for Proposal (RFP), Massive Modular Block (MMB) Production Program
1. The Air Force invites you to submit a proposal for the Massive Modular Block (MMB) Production Program.  The contract will provide for the manufacturing of the various MMB components in accordance with the Government provided drawings, inspection, shipping and offloading at the specified destinations.

2. Although the RFP and related documents explain the requirements in detail, your attention is directed to the following aspects of the subject RFP:    

a. Please note that the Government requires a large number of blocks in a very short time frame and is placing a premium on the ability to deliver within that schedule or earlier.  This is reflected in Section M, which details the evaluation criteria for this award and their relative order of importance.

b. Please note that proposal submissions are phased as follows:  submission of past performance information 15 days after RFP release with the technical proposal submission 30 days after RFP release.  Cost proposals and final proposal revisions, if required, will be requested after Government evaluation of the technical submissions.  Your proposal (excluding dollars associated with cost information) must be submitted by 2:00 (EST) on 19 Apr 02.  Proposal will be delivered to the location specified on Standard Form 33 of this document.  The due date for the cost/price proposal will be established at a later date.  Please be advised that the Government fully intends to award this without discussions in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, which is in Section L of the RFP, based on the initial proposal received from all offerors.  It is incumbent upon each offeror to initially submit its most favorable proposal from both technical and price standpoints to ensure that its competitive posture is maximized in the event the Government elects to award without discussion.  

c. At the current time, not all of the Government provided drawings have been finalized.  “TBD” identifies these drawings in either the drawing number or the dash number.  Basic external dimensions are included and accurate to the “+/-“ tolerances noted.  The items with “TDB” dimensions will have construction similar to the items for which final drawings are provided.  For the “TBD” block configurations, the details for the forklift tine slots, stacking pin pockets, internal rebar structure, and external plate/angle configuration are similar to those 

indicated for R68082.  Standard structural steel products (tubes and/or channels) may need to be welded to the rear face of the “TBD” blocks.  The “TBD” mat configurations are similar to the final drawing of the mat provided.  The “TBD” mats’ cross-sectional dimensions will be within “+/-“ 1 inch of the cross-sectional dimensions shown in drawing R68091.  As drawings become available, they will be posted to the Hanscom Electronic RFP Bulletin Board.  Final drawings will be provided prior to the Government request for cost proposal submission.

d. As part of our on-going effort to streamline the acquisition information processes and achieve a paperless acquisition, the text of the RFP has been prepared and is being forwarded in electronic media via the Hanscom Electronic Bulletin Board (HERBB) at http://www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil.  The HERBB is the official RFP medium.  A paper copy of the solicitation may be obtained upon submission of a written request to the attention of the undersigned at the address above.  Such requests will not be the basis of a request for an extension to the proposal submission dates.  

e. While the Government reserves the right to award up to three contracts, it is highly desirable to acquire these blocks from one source.  As such, the contract is structured such that subCLINs 0001AA, 0002AA and 0003AA (if more than one contract is awarded) or 0004AA will be awarded at time of contract award.  Offerors are advised that they can propose on any or all of the CLINs, but they must propose on a CLIN in its entirety (i.e., all SubCLINs thereto).  Offerors who want to propose on CLINs 0001, 0002 and/or 0003 individually but do not want to be considered for award of more than one of these CLINs must state so explicitly.  The contract contains options that may be awarded no later than 120 days after acceptance of the initial SubCLIN deliveries (see Section B).

f. The Government expects adequate price competition in response to this solicitation and therefore does not anticipate the requirement for certified cost/pricing data at this time.  Certified cost/pricing data may be requested if adequate price competition is not realized.  

3. For planning purposes only, a contract award date of 16 May 02 is anticipated.
