SUBJECT: AIRCRAFT BATTLE DAMAGE ASSESSMENT AND REPAIR (ABDAR) SYSTEM MARKET SURVEY

DESC: THIS IS A REQUEST FOR INFORMATION.  NO SOLICITATION DOCUMENT EXISTS AT THIS TIME.  REQUESTS OR A SOLICITATION DOCUMENT WILL RECEIVE NO RESPONSE.  This request for information announcement is issued for the purpose of identifying potential sources capable of demonstrating products to support the ABDAR System.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

This need stems from the unique circumstances and problems that surround the tasks of Aircraft Battle Damage Repair (ABDR) personnel.  ABDR personnel often work in an austere environment.  Since most ABDR is performed during conflicts, or wartime and at non-secured locations, ABDR personnel may face the threat of enemy attack with conventional weapons or nuclear, biological, or chemical (NBC) weapons and must be prepared to operate under any environmental conditions.  ABDR technicians may encounter aircraft they do not normally perform maintenance on during conflicts, or war.    ABDR personnel face unique and complex maintenance tasks on aircraft that often require lengthy assessment and complicated repairs.

TECHNICAL INSTRUCTION:

The warfighter’s ability to assess damaged aircraft during times of conflict, or war, could be greatly enhanced by the use of an automated assessment aid that would provide the technician with access to integrated information, including required technical data, such as engineering drawings, flight tolerances, and technical orders for aircraft repair. It should be an application that can be accessed through a portable device such as a laptop that can be easily moved from location to location and assess damage on different mission design series aircraft.  

In order to explore vendor capability, the Materiel Systems Group, Enterprise Solutions Directorate (MSG/ES), is conducting a market survey analysis to identify commercial products, which may support an ABDR assessor.  MSG/ES will be exploring products that can satisfy a near term stand-alone capability, as well as an integrated future capability (e.g., integration with standard maintenance or supply systems).  The ABDAR Capability Features Document, which describes the both near term and future desired capabilities, is located at https://www.asc.wpafb.af.mil/msg/cts/.  MSG/ES will perform a market survey analysis of all interested vendors by reviewing submitted capability documentation, and or, by their product demonstrations performed at a scheduled time at Wright-Patterson AFB OH 45433.  Vendors may also be requested to provide the Government a 30-90 day no-obligation evaluation period of the software and/or hardware and to provide rough order of magnitude costs for their products.  Any information submitted by respondents to this synopsis is strictly voluntary.  The Government will not pay for any information that is submitted or for any presentation/demonstration provided by respondents.  Potential demonstrators are expected to bring applicable hardware, software, and sample data as well as provide technical support for demonstrations.  Vendors who believe they possess the appropriate expertise and experience shall submit the following via email to Ms. Rachel Abraham at rachel.abraham@wpafb.af.mil, NLT 11 Jun 02: (1) a brief description of product, or capability to be demonstrated (not to exceed three pages), (2) set up time required (i.e., how long to set up hardware and/or to load software), (3) and any other special requirements, or needs.  The vendor shall also submit, via email to Ms Abraham rachel.abraham@wpafb.af.mil a cover letter which shall include the following:  (1) name and address of vendor, (2) name, telephone and fax numbers of point of contact, (3) e-mail address of point of contact, and (4) if the vendor has supplied a product to a DoD customer that satisfies the same or similar features as contained in the ABDAR Features Document, the vendor should also provide a brief (i.e., no more than one page) description of the product and the name of the customer.
