1.  Under the solicitation document’s Section L, page 20, subparagraph 7.1.4 (Section G - Contract Administrative Data), paragraphs 4 and 5 are required to be completed.  However, there is no paragraph 5 to complete. Should it be restated to say paragraphs 3 and 4?  Under paragraph 3 do you require the name of the offeror's cognizant transportation officer?  Under paragraph 4 do you require the name of the cognizant individual within the offeror's organization who will be preparing and submitting invoices/vouchers?

ANSWER:    Section L, page 20, subparagraph 7.1.4 inadvertently references paragraphs 4 and 5.  Offerors should complete paragraphs 3 and 4. Paragraphs 3 and 4 state that the information required is “to be provided by offeror.”  In paragraph 3, offerors are required to provide the offeror’s transportation officer and in paragraph 4, offerors are required to provide information on where to submit invoices/vouchers.

2.  Under Section L, page 21, subparagraph 7.1.6 (Section I – Contract Clauses), the offeror is required to complete clauses 52.227-21 (Technical Data Declaration, Revision, and Withholding of Payment – Major Systems), 52.244-02 (Subcontracts), 252.234-7001 (Earned Value Management System).  COMMENT:  FAR clause 52.227-21 is not addressed or called out in Section I; under FAR 52.244-02 (Subcontract), para (e) and (k) are filled in as ‘TBD’; under DoD FAR Supplement clause 252.234-7001 (Earned Value Management System), para (f) is filled in as “TBD.”
ANSWER:  In Section L, page 21, subparagraph 7.1.6, delete the reference to clause 52.227-21 (Technical Data Declaration, revision, and Withholding of Payment – Major Systems).  Clauses 52.244-02 (Subcontracts) and 252.234-7001 (Earned Value Management System) will be filled in during negotiations, after the contractor has identified any subcontractors.

3.  Section L, paragraph 2.5, Electronic Offers, specifies that the electronic submission of the entire proposal be in formats readable by MS Word, MS Power Point, as applicable.  The Model Contract in .pdf format is not readable by those programs.  In trying to convert the .pdf to Word, errors occur and chunks of content are missing.  We would like to submit the completed Model Contract/Representations and Certifications in .pdf format to avoid inadvertent changes to the .pdf file content, but that will make us non-compliant to Section L. Could Section L be amended to add “with the exception of the Model Contract, which may be submitted as a .pdf file?”

ANSWER:  A MS Word version of Section K – Representations, Certifications and Other Statements of Offerors was posted to the HERBB website on 27 August 2003.
