Question:  Does the current KG-30 family use a crypto ignition key system (CIKS)?

Answer:  None of the devices in the current KG-30 family use a CIKS.  There is also no Government requirement to have a CIKS in the modernized units, although it could be a contractor recommendation/decision to propose such.  The Programmable Embedded INFOSEC Unit, Version II (PEIP II) currently in development at the Naval Research Laboratory does use a CIKS.  The PEIP II is one crypto core engine, which might be used for the KG-3O modification (That decision to be make by individual contractors in their proposal for the development effort).
