a.  Component, as used in this provision, means electronic assembly or subassembly incorporated directly into an end produce.  An electronic assembly is a group of electronic parts, elements, subassemblies, and circuits assembled as a separately removable item of INFOSEC equipment.  A subassembly is a major subdivision of an electronic assembly.


b.  Contractor, as used in this provision, means the supplier of the end item and associated support items to the government under the terms of a specific contract.


c.  Information systems security product, as used in this provision, means any item (e.g., chip, module, assembly, or equipment), technique, or service that performs or relates to information systems security.


d.  Part, as used in this provision, means any single, unassembled element of a major or minor subassembly, accessory, or attachment that is not normally subject to disassembly without the destruction or the impairment of the design use.


e.  Subcontractor, as used in this provision, means a person or business that contract to provide some service or material necessary for the performance of another's contract.


f.  United States, as used in this provision, means the 50 states and the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the U.S. Virgin Islands, the Northern Mariana Islands, and any other territory or possession over which the United States exercises sovereignty. 1.0 Program Structure and Objectives


The KG-3X program consists of three phases.  For this solicitation, the first phase, Concept and Technology Demonstration (C&TD) Phase I, the government plans to award multiple Firm Fixed Price contracts, each running in parallel for a four month period of performance.  A separate Request for Proposal will be issued at the end of the C&TD phase to solicit offers for the second phase, System Development and Demonstration (SDD) Phase II.  The government plans to competitively award two contracts to begin the SDD phase.  The evaluation criteria (Section M) of the SDD phase will closely follow that of the C&TD Phase.  During the SDD phase, the government plans to down select to a single contractor to complete SDD.  


The objective of Phase I is to refine the initial concept of system development/operation and reduce technical risk. 2.0 General Instructions

2.2.1 Page Limitations


Page limitations shall be treated as maximums.  If exceeded, the excess pages will not be read or considered in the evaluation of the proposal and (for paper copies) will be returned to the offeror as soon as practicable. When both sides of a sheet display printed material, it shall be counted as 2 pages. --Illustrates EVM System compliance with the EVM criteria identified American National Standards Institute/Electronic Industries Alliance (ANSI/EIA) Standard 748 (Earned Value Management Systems).


--A collaborative risk management process that is continuous across the life cycle of the program, includes reporting or information sharing mechanisms that minimize any time lags in Government receipt of changes in the risk profile, and emphasizes inclusion of all stakeholders, program office, contractor and users. 


--An evolutionary acquisition approach using spiral development in accordance with (IAW) AFI 63-123.


4.0 Past Performance Factor


Under the Past Performance factor, the Performance Confidence Assessment represents the evaluation of an Offeror's and associated key or major subcontractors', inter-divisional transfers, teaming partners', and joint venture partners' present and past work records to assess the Government's confidence the Offeror will successfully perform as proposed.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror's and all key or major subcontractors', inter-divisional transfers, teaming partners', and joint venture partners' demonstrated record of contract compliance in supplying products and services that meet user's needs, including cost and schedule. The Past Performance Evaluation is accomplished by reviewing the aspects of an Offeror's and all key or major subcontractors', inter-divisional transfers, teaming partners', and joint venture partners' present and recent past performance, focusing on and targeting performance which is relevant to the Mission Capability subfactors and the requirements of the solicitation.  The Government may consider as relevant efforts performed for agencies of federal, state, or local Governments and commercial efforts. As a result of an analysis of this past/current work history, each Offeror will receive a Performance Confidence Assessment, which is the rating for the Past Performance factor.  Although the past performance evaluation focuses on performance that is relevant to the Mission Capability subfactors, the resulting Performance Confidence Assessment is made at the factor level and represents an overall evaluation of the likelihood of successful contractor performance.  This information may include data on efforts performed by other divisions, critical subcontractors, or teaming contractors, if such resources will be brought to bear or significantly influence the performance of the proposed effort.  


The Government will assess only contract efforts considered to be somewhat relevant, relevant, or very relevant for the prime and relevant or not relevant for subcontractors, inter-divisional transfers, and partners in the determination of the Confidence rating.  


a. Subcontractors, inter-divisional transfers, and partners will be assessed as either relevant or not relevant; in order to be considered Relevant, the effort must have been performed at the same division/location, within the past five (5) years, and must have been the same type effort proposed for the KG-3X program.


b. Prime contractors will be assessed based on the following criteria which must have been performed by the same division and location within the past five (5) years:


1)
Past efforts in the development and/or integration of Type I End Cryptographic Units (ECUs)


2)
Past efforts conducting NSA certification of Type 1 Crypto ECU's


3)
Past efforts developing and/or integrating nuclear hardened electronic communications equipment


4)
Past management of $100 million + program, to include; design, development, certification, fabrication, DT&E, IOT& E of communications equipment 


5)
Past work building equipment to FAA, airborne and militarized requirements  


6)
Past efforts in modifying legacy systems (integrating new equipment into 1970's - 1990's technology)


7)
Past efforts in architecture and design for expansion


8)
Past efforts successfully implementing Benign techniques  


In order to be considered Very Relevant, the offeror must meet criteria 1 plus 2, 3, 4, 5, and at least 1 of the remaining 3 criteria listed above.  To be considered Relevant, the offer must meet criteria 1 plus 2, 3, and at least 2 of the 5 remaining criteria listed above.  To be considered Somewhat Relevant, must meet number 1, plus at least 3 of the remaining 7 criteria listed above.


When an Offeror's relevant performance record indicates performance problems, the Government will consider the number and severity of the problems and the appropriateness and effectiveness of any corrective actions taken (not just planned or promised).  The Government may review more recent contracts or performance evaluations to ensure corrective actions have been implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness.


Each Offeror will receive one of the ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305 for the Past Performance factor.  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance and, as a result, will receive a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating for the Past Performance factor.


More recent and relevant performance may have a greater impact on the Performance Confidence Assessment than less recent or less relevant effort.  A strong record of relevant past performance may be considered more advantageous to the Government than a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating.  Likewise, a recent relevant record of favorable performance may receive a higher confidence rating and be considered more favorably than a less recent relevant record of favorable performance.


Past performance information may be obtained through the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting Systems (CPARS), similar systems of other Government departments and agencies, questionnaires tailored to the circumstances of this acquisition, Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) channels, interviews with program managers and contracting officers and other sources known to the Government, including commercial sources.  Offerors are to note that, in conducting this assessment, the Government reserves the right to use both data provided by each Offeror and data obtained from other sources.


5.0 Proposal Risk Factor


The content under the Mission Capability subfactors in paragraph 3.0 will apply to the assessment of the Proposal Risk subfactors and will consider the information contained in the written proposal and oral presentation.  The Proposal Risk assessment focuses on the risks and weaknesses associated with an offeror's proposed approach and includes an assessment of the potential for disruption of schedule, degradation of performance, and the need for increased Government oversight, as well as the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance. For each identified risk, the assessment also addresses the offeror's proposal for mitigating the risk and why that approach is or is not manageable.


6.0 Cost/Price


Each offeror's cost/price proposal will be evaluated in accordance with the following:


a.  CTD Phase I:  Offerors proposal will be evaluated in accordance with meeting the exact Firm Fixed Price stipulated in Section B clause B028 Contract Type: Firm Fixed Price (Feb 1997) (Tailored) of the model contract.  This Firm Fixed Price shall be inserted in Section B Contract Line Item Number 0001 upon submission of your complete Cost/Price proposal upon Contracting Officer request.


b.  SDD Phase II: Not Applicable to this F19628-03-R-0014.  Offerors total evaluated cost/price will be calculated as the Government Estimate of Most Probable Cost (GEMPC) to the Government for Cost Plus Award Fee CLINs (to include award term period CLINs).


1.)  Evaluation technique.  Each offeror's cost/price proposal will be evaluated, using one or more of the techniques defined in FAR 15.404, in order to determine if it is reasonable and realistic. If an offeror fails to substantiate estimated costs, the Government will consider, under the applicable proposal risk subfactor, the offeror's lack of understanding of the technical requirements of the corresponding technical capability subfactor.


2.)  An offerors' proposed estimated costs shall not be controlling for source selection purposes. The Government will evaluate the proposal for cost/price realism and consistency and determine the most probable cost to the Government.


3.)  Unrealistic cost.  The Government will evaluate the realism of each offeror's proposed costs. This will include an evaluation of the extent to which proposed costs indicate a clear understanding of solicitation requirements, and reflect a sound approach to satisfying those requirements. The Cost/Price Realism Assessment (CPRA) will consider technical/management risks identified during the evaluation of the proposal and associated costs. Cost information supporting a cost judged to be unrealistically low or high and technical/management risk associated with the proposal will be quantified by the Government evaluators and included in the CPRA for each offeror. When the Government evaluates an offer as unrealistically low or high compared to the anticipated cost of performance and the offeror fails to explain these estimated costs, the Government will consider, under the applicable Proposal Risk subfactor, the offeror's lack of understanding of the technical requirements of the corresponding subfactor.


4.)  Information other than cost or pricing data.  Information other than cost or pricing data will be evaluated for purposes of determining cost realism and the best value.


7.0 Evaluation Methodology


a.  A color rating will be assigned to each subfactor under the Mission Capability Factor. The color rating depicts how well the offeror's proposal meets the Mission Capability subfactor requirements in accordance with the stated evaluation criteria and solicitation requirements. Each subfactor within the Mission Capability Factor will receive one of the four color ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305(a)(3)(A), based on the assessed strengths and proposal inadequacies of each offeror's proposal as it relates to each of the Mission Capability subfactors. Subfactor ratings will not be combined into a single color rating for the Mission Capability factor.


b.  A Performance Confidence Assessment will be assigned to the Past Performance factor. Performance confidence represents the Government's confidence in an offeror's ability to successfully perform as proposed based on an assessment of the offeror's present and past work record. Each offeror will receive one of the ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305(a)(2)(E) for the Past Performance factor. As a result of an integrated analysis of those risks and strengths identified, each offeror will receive a single integrated Performance Confidence Assessment. The Performance Confidence Assessment will be the sole rating for the Past Performance factor.


c.  A proposal risk rating will be assigned to each Mission Capability subfactor under the proposal risk factor. Proposal risk represents the risks identified with an offeror's proposed approach as it relates to the evaluation criteria and solicitation requirements. Each subfactor under the Proposal Risk factor will receive one of the Proposal Risk ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305(a)(3)(B).


d.  Cost/Price will be evaluated as described in AFFARS 5315.305(a)(1)(i).


8.0 Plant Visits 


The Government will not conduct Plant Visits for the CTD Phase I.


The Source Selection Evaluation Team (SSET) may conduct plant visits during the SDD Phase II evaluation phase to gather information for judging the offeror's potential for correcting deficiencies, quality of development or manufacturing practices/processes, or other areas useful in evaluating the offer.  If conducted, the results will be assessed under the applicable factors/subfactors and will be used to validate and confirm the offeror's written proposal and/or oral presentation.  The Government will notify offerors on whether plant visits will be conducted no later than one week after proposals are received.  


9.0  Solicitation Terms and Conditions


Offerors are required to meet all solicitation requirements, such as terms and conditions, representations and certifications, and technical requirements, in addition to those identified as factors and subfactors to be eligible for award.  Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of the solicitation may result in the offeror being removed from consideration for award.  Any exceptions to the solicitation's terms and conditions must be fully explained and justified.
