COMMON CAPABILITIES REQUIREMENTS DOCUMENT

Definition:  Provide the mission planner with the ability to plan for missions involving the airborne delivery of personnel and equipment at low and high altitudes 
Program Objectives:
· Plan airdrop patterns against winds/terrain (imported or manually entered)

· Provide a graphical interface for entering pertinent airdrop data and generating customizable displays of standard overlays and the Drop Zone

· Based upon user-selected constraints and parameters (e.g., threats, altitude, fuel, ballistic winds, weather), support the capability to plan for airdrop release data 

· Support multi-ship employment with timing, altitude, weather and geographic deconfliction in the drop zone area
· Support airdrop planning for the airdrop aircraft.
· Support the load types for all the airdrop aircraft as outlined in the AFI 11-231.
· Support the importing and updating of new versions of AFI 11-231
· Support the creation, editing and viewing of user defined load types.
· Support the creation, editing and viewing of user defined parachutes.
· Support the creation, editing and viewing of user defined parachute ballistics.
· Support the delivery of Leaflets and Triads.
· Migrate capability that is in the latest version of Combat Airdrop Planning Software (CAPS)
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
