INSTALLATION FOREST HARVESTING FOR DEER LANE

The harvest at Deer Lane is located on approximately 30 acres (gross area) located between Deer Lane and Meadow Road to  (see attached map) in the town of New Boston, NH.  The gross harvest area is approximately 30 acres; all trees over four inches in Diameter at Breast Height (DBH) marked with blue paint will be removed within the timber sale area.  Shelterwood cutting is the even aged silvicultural method to be applied for this harvest.  The overall purpose of the harvest is increase growth rates on adjacent residual trees, and create regeneration in harvest areas. The overall volume to be harvested is approximately 85 mbf (thousand board feet).  The timber will be sold on a mill scale basis with conditions detailed later in this SOW.

Final payment will be based on the sum of scale slips minus the three previous payments.  Scale slips will be given to the Natural Resources Planner (Commercial Phone 603-471-2426) on a biweekly basis.  Final payment is due no later than 30 days after the completion of harvesting.  
For purposes of this contract, one ton of timber is defined as equal to two thousand (2,000) pounds of solid wood including bark.  All material scaled in cords will be converted back to tons  for the purpose of payment.  The conversion is as follows: Softwood, one cord = 4300 pounds; Hardwood, one cord = 5200 pounds.

The harvest area is indicated on Attachment 1:  2003 Deer Lane Timber Harvest Map.  The operator shall harvest only in designated areas.

The Contractor agrees to cut and remove said forest products in strict accordance with the following conditions:

1.  Payments are to be made in the form of check made payable to “Treasurer of the United States.” at no less than the amounts stated above.

2. The Contractor agrees to suppress all forest fires occurring on the contract area and to do all within his/her power to prevent forest fires and to assume full liability for all damages occurring from forest fires resulting from this contract operation.  ALL SLASH WILL BE NO MORE THAN TWO (2) FEET HIGH.

3.  The Contractor will be responsible for filing NOTICE OF INTENT TO CUT, and if applicable, MINIMUM IMPACT TO WETLANDS before harvesting.  The Contractor is responsible for payment of all timber taxes.  The Contractor shall provide the Town of New Boston with a tax bond (if required) as required by state law.

4.  The harvest is expected to cause minor changes in winter recreation including disturbance of some snowmobile trails.  Every effort will be made by Natural Resources (MAFCVN) to maintain trails next to plowed roads.  The Contractor will be responsible for all road maintenance.

5.   The designated material will be removed in a manner prescribed by the Authorized Representative of the Contracting Officer (Natural Resources Planner) or his designated representative in order to minimize damage to all seedlings, saplings, and to the residual stand of timber.  Cutting of undesignated trees will not be tolerated and is grounds for termination.
6.  The Contractor agrees to exercise caution in all operations on the property of the United States and to assume full liability for all damage to improvements on said property including cleanup of hazardous or solid materials/waste associated with spills.  The Contractor will report all spills of oils, fuels or other chemicals to 603-471-2426 and 603-471-1117 immediately. Equipment failures resulting in the loss of coolants and/or petroleum, oil, and lubricant products or other chemicals shall also be reported to Environmental at 603-471-2425. Drip pans shall be used under heavy equipment when parked, if equipment is subject to leaks.  The Contractor shall clean and dispose of all spill material in accordance with Federal and State laws and or regulations.  Proof of disposal of any hazardous or solid waste generated on New Boston Air Force Station shall be submitted to Environmental with a copy to the Natural Resources Planner in the form of a bill of lading for solid waste or a manifest for hazardous waste.  In the event of a spill the Contractor shall submit soil analysis samples to the Natural Resources Planner after cleaning up spill materials to demonstrate residual levels below State of New Hampshire and EPA required levels. Soil sampling events shall be coordinated with the Natural Resources Planner.  The Contractor will provide the Natural Resources Planner with Materials Safety Data Sheets for all chemicals brought on to New Boston Air Force Station including oils and fuels.  In the event the Contractor is unable to contain or clean a spill the Contractor shall be responsible for contracting an environmental firm to clean the spill.

7.  The Contractor shall save and hold the United States harmless for all damages to property or injury to all persons arising from the use of this contract or for any damages which may result from the removal of said designated timber by the Contractor or through his/her operations. Accidents resulting in worker injury shall be reported to the Natural Resources Planner.

8.  All skid, haul and forest roads will be left in good condition to the satisfaction of the Natural Resources Planner.  Skid roads shall be covered with slash to the maximum extent possible to prevent soil damage.  Landings will be cleared of all debries and restored to original condition.  The Contractor shall provide one day (8 hours) of dozer operation to clean landings and repair roads damaged during the contract if deemed necessary by the Natural Resources Planner.  Snow plowing on gravel roads used by the Contractor for trucking at New Boston Air Force Station is the responsibility of the Contractor.  The USAF will not provide assistance for snow removal or sanding.

9.  Stumps shall be no higher than normal root swell or eight (8) inches, whichever is less.

10.  Uprooted, broken, hung-up and spring trees will be cut to the ground immediately.

11.  CONTRACT TERMINATION:  The Government may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by giving written notice to the Contractor in accordance with FAR Clause 52.212-4.  Verbal warnings will be issued if and when the Contractor allows life-threatening practices to occur, if there is a potential threat to the environment, such as fuel spills, or if unmarked trees are cut.  

12.  ALL APPLICABLE STATE TIMBER HARVESTING LAWS WILL BE

All straight white pine of form suitable for a sawlog shall be utilized to a six-inch top for sawlogs.  All other species shall be utilized to a 10-inch top for sawlogs.

14. The Contractor will abide by all USAF Base Access regulations including carrying liability insurance on all vehicles, and using seatbelt at all times on NBAFS.  Firearms are not allowed on NBAFS at any time.  Vehicles and personnel are subject to security checks and other security related delays when at NBAFS.  The Contractor will provide the names and drivers license numbers for all employees/subcontractors that will regularly work on base. Take I-89 south to exit 5 (Route 202 and 9)

Get on 202, 9 west for approx 1 mile take left on to Stumpfield Road (it is left after pond)

Follow to intersection with Sugar Hill Road, keep going straight to stop sign

Take right on to Route 77 and follow to flashing yellow light in Weare

Take left on to Center Road in Weare at flashing light (if you go too far you will run into RT 114 again)

Take left at stop sign on Route 114 south, follow about 4 miles to intersection with Route 77

Bear right at Sunoco Gas onto Route 77, follow to stop sign in New Boston (approx 5 miles)

Proceed straight approximately 200 yards and take left on to Route 13, cross bridge

Bear right in front of red general store (Dodge's) on to Meeting House Hill Road

Take next left (after New Boston Sports) on to Bedford Road and follow to stop sign (about 5-7 miles)

Take right at stop and follow to next stop (approx 1 mile)

Take next right on to Chestnut Hill Road (also called Bedford Road) and follow approx 1 mile

From I 93 and Everett Turnpike Manchester NH

Exit from either highway on to Route 101 West and follow to large intersection with Route 114 in Bedford NH.

Go straight through intersection and follow Route 114 N for approx 1.5 miles to next intersection.

Take left on to New Boston Road and follow for approximately 7 miles.

Take right in to installation at the New Boston Air Force Station Sign.

From areas west of the installation (Milford and beyond)

Take Route 101 East to Amherst NH

Take left turn on to Horace Greeley Road (Between Cider Mill Store and Basket Shop)

15.  WARNING:  New Boston Air Force Station was used for bombing practice from 1942-56, trees may contain metal fragments.  The Contractor will report any objects that resemble bombs to the Natural Resources Planner, halt all harvesting immediately and call 471-2285 (Security Control).

16.  WARNING:  The loading capacity of culverts on New Boston Air Force Station is unknown.  The Contractor assumes all responsibility for damages incurred while using the culverts.  The Contractor will repair/replace any damaged culverts to pre-harvest conditions.

17.  The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all mud or debris that fall off log trucks on to tar surfaces are removed from the tar surface.    

18.  No whole tree chipping is allowed during the execution of this contract.

19.  In the event the contract is terminated by the USAF, the Contractor will be required to pay for all timber harvested up to the time of termination based on scale slips.

All straight white pine of form suitable for a sawlog shall be utilized to a six-inch top for sawlogs.  All other species shall be utilized to a 10-inch top for sawlogs.

14.  The Contractor will abide by all USAF Base Access regulations including carrying liability insurance on all vehicles, and using seatbelt at all times on NBAFS.  Firearms are not allowed on NBAFS at any time.  Vehicles and personnel are subject to security checks and other security related delays when at NBAFS.  The Contractor will provide the names and drivers license numbers for all employees/subcontractors that will regularly work on base.  All personnel and property under their control is subject to search at any time per order of the Installation Commander.  Enter NBAS through the Chestnut Hill Road Gate.  Note:  Other entry Gates may be authorized/designated by the Natural Resources Planner during the harvest.

16.  WARNING:  The loading capacity of culverts on New Boston Air Force Station is unknown.  The Contractor assumes all responsibility for damages incurred while using the culverts.  The Contractor will repair/replace any damaged culverts to pre-harvest conditions.

17.  The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all mud or debris that fall off log trucks onto tar surfaces is removed from the tar surface.    

18.  No whole tree chipping is allowed during the execution of this contract.

19.  In the event the contract is terminated by the USAF, the Contractor will be required to pay for all timber harvested up to the time of termination based on scale slips.
