Interested MPEC and SEIC Offerors,

The purpose of this letter is to provide you with an update on the MPEC and SEIC efforts.  The MPEC and SEIC efforts at this time do not have an approved acquisition strategy.  While discussing MPEC and SEIC with Air Staff, they strongly recommended we reevaluate our proposed approach for these efforts.

To date, the Government’s tentative approach has focused on the SEIC providing enterprise integration of the MPEC Developers’ efforts, with the Government playing a role in integration.  Although this is still an option, the possibility exists that a different contract strategy may receive final approval.  A potential approach is to establish a single prime contractor with primary responsibility for delivering mission planning capability.  The prime contractor would only perform systems engineering and integration activities, while the subcontractors develop software.  

It is our intent for the scope of work to remain the same for the acquisition – any contract strategy is planned to cover the mission planning enterprise.  Therefore, the scope would still include legacy system sustainment, technology insertion, hardware engineering, alternate framework applications, and special studies/prototypes.

We hope to know more information within the next two weeks.  Further updates will be provided via HERBB as soon as additional information becomes available.
