The Government is in the market research stage of the acquisition process for the Mission Planning System Engineering and Integration Contract (SEIC) and seeking Industry’s participation. The Government will hold an unclassified Industry Day Conference 15-17 Oct 2003, at the times and locations listed above at the MITRE Complex in Bedford, MA.  Additional information along with any future changes to the information provided in this announcement will be posted on the SEIC HERBB page.

The Industry Day is intended to encourage a free-flowing dialogue between Government and Industry to help refine the future mission planning systems engineering and integration acquisition strategy.  The Government will provide background on mission planning, initial thoughts on notional SEIC acquisition strategy, and highlight requirements.  The Government is seeking Industry’s feedback and input.

Demonstrations of technology or existing systems will not be conducted as part of this Industry Day.  While all are welcome to attend the general presentations, the government will only entertain requests for one-on-one discussions with those contractors interested in submitting a future proposal as lead SEIC contractor.  Sources interested only in subcontractor opportunities are welcome to attend the Overview briefings on 15 Oct 2003.  Following the Industry Day, the Government will issue a Sources Sought Synopsis on the HERBB and Fed Biz Ops.  Interested subcontractors may then identify relevant experience and expertise in a two-page response. Names and points of contact from each potential subcontractor will then be posted and made available to all interested parties on the SEIC HERBB.

A compiled list of questions and responses, both those provided in advanced and those discussed the one-on-one sessions, will be posted on the HERBB following industry day to ensure the widest possible dissemination and equal distribution of information.   

In conjunction with the Industry Day, 45-minute one-on-one sessions with interested contractors will be held 16 and 17 Oct 2003.   The number of sessions is limited and on a first-come, first-serve basis.
