Standard Base Level Computers (SBLC) Life Cycle Management Support  

52.217-7 OPTION FOR INCREASED QUANTITY - SEPARATELY PRICED LINE ITEM (MAR 1989)

The Government may require the delivery of the numbered line item, identified in the Schedule as an option item, in the quantity and at the price stated in the Schedule. The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor.

Surge Capability:  The Contractor shall meet Government unanticipated requirements for surge support in a timely manner, if directed in writing by the Government.  If an unanticipated requirement becomes a firm requirement, the Government (PCO) shall determine if it falls within the scope of the ITSP II order.  If it falls within the scope of the ITSP II orders, the Government shall utilize those orders as the vehicle for procuring this additional support.  Upon such a determination, the Government shall notify the Contractor of the need to exercise this option for Surge Capability.  Upon written notification of the Government's intent to exercise the option, the Contractor shall identify qualified personnel within ten (10) days or less to meet the requirement.  For Option Periods 1 through 2, exercise of this option is contingent upon exercise of the Option Period Core CLIN.

52.217-9 OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)
(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the contractor within before midnight 31 Oct 04 for Option Period One and midnight 31 Oct 05 for Option Period Two; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 30 days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 36 months.
