SUBJECT:  Request for Quotation (RFQ) for FA8770-04-F-8023, Maintenance Repair and Overhaul (MRO) Program Office Support in association with the Depot Maintenance Transformation (DMT) Initiative

1.  This competitive RFQ is issued in accordance with the terms and conditions of your GSA contract and the Information Technology Services Program II (ITSP II) multiple award schedule procedures.  Request your company submit a proposal to accomplish the requirements described in the attached Statement of Work (SOW).

2.  The government reserves the right to make multiple awards, issue one task order or no task order at all, subject to availability of funds for this labor-hour effort.  The period of performance of is as follows:

Basic:       16 Jan 04 through 16 Jul 04 


Option 1:  17 Jul 04 through 16 Jan 05


Option 2:  17 Jan 05 through 16 Jan 06


Option 3:  17 Jan 06 through 31 Dec 06

Your proposal must include a complete breakout of the costs by labor hours and skill category.  Travel or other Direct Costs required shall also be separately priced and explained in sufficient detail.  In addition, include applicable pages from your GSA Schedule and ITSP II BPA (front page, rate schedule etc.) to allow for proper evaluation.  In your preparation of past performance qualifications and information your resumes should be sanitized (nameless).  

3.  The award will be made subject to availability of funds to the best value contractor whose proposal conforms to the solicitation requirements and is judged by an integrated assessment of the criteria listed in Attachment 4, Evaluation Criteria, to be the most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The Government reserves the right to award to other than the lowest priced offeror.     

4.  This RFQ contains the following clauses, which will be included in the resultant award.

5.  In compliance with the clause entitled FAR 52.246.6, “Inspection of Services”, the contractor shall establish and maintain a complete Quality Control Plan to ensure requirements of this contract are provided as specified.  The Contracting Officer will notify the contractor of acceptance or required modifications to the plan before the contract start date.  The contractor shall make appropriate modifications at no additional cost to the government and obtain acceptance of the plan by the Contracting Officer before the start of the first operational performance period.  At any time during contract performance, the government has the right to require revisions of the Quality Control Plan at no cost to the government should the incorporated plan fail to control the quality of service provided.  The plan shall include, but is not limited to, the following:


a.  A description of the inspection system, addressing all services listed in the Service Delivery Schedule (SDS).


b.  Frequency of inspections


c.  Title of the individual(s) who shall perform the inspections and their organizational placement.


d.  A description of methods for identifying, correcting and preventing defects in the quality of service performed before the level becomes unacceptable.


e.  On-site records of all inspections conducted by contractor.  The inspection records format shall include:



1.  Date, time and location of inspection.



2.  Signature block for the person who performed the inspection.



3.  Rating of acceptable or unacceptable.



4.  Area designated for deficiencies noted and corrective action taken.



5.  Total number of inspections

6.  Please review the Organizational Conflict of Interest Clause AFMCFARS 5352.209-9002, below and provide required documents as appropriate:

ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST (AFMCAC 02-01, JUN 2003)

(a) The following restrictions and definitions apply to prevent conflicting roles which may bias the Contractor's judgment or objectivity, or to preclude the Contractor from obtaining an unfair competitive advantage in concurrent or future acquisitions.
(1) Descriptions or definitions:
"Contractor" means the business entity receiving the award of this contract, its parents, affiliates, divisions and subsidiaries. 
"Development" means all efforts towards solution of broadly-defined problems. This may encompass research, evaluating technical feasibility, proof of design and test, or engineering of programs not yet approved for acquisition or operation. 
"Proprietary Information" means all information designated as proprietary in accordance with law and regulation, and held in confidence or disclosed under restriction to prevent uncontrolled distribution. Examples include limited or restricted data, trade secrets, sensitive financial information, and computer software; and may appear in cost and pricing data or involve classified information. 
"System" means the system that is the subject of this contract. 
"System Life" means all phases of the system's development, production, or support.
"Systems Engineering" means preparing specifications, identifying and resolving interface problems, developing test requirements, evaluating test data, and supervising design. 
"Technical Direction" means developing work statements, determining parameters, directing other Contractors' operations, or resolving technical controversies. 
(2) Restrictions: The Contractor shall perform systems engineering and/or technical direction, but will not have overall contractual responsibility for the system's development, integration, assembly and checkout, or production. The parties recognize that the Contractor shall occupy a highly influential and responsible position in determining the system's basic concepts and supervising their execution by other Contractors. The Contractor's judgment and recommendations must be objective, impartial, and independent. To avoid the prospect of the Contractor's judgment or recommendations being influenced by its own products or capabilities, it is agreed that the Contractor is precluded for the life of the system from award of a DoD contract to supply the system or any of its major components, and from acting as a subcontractor or consultant to a DoD supplier for the system or any of its major components.

Alternate I: 

(a)(2)(i) The Contractor shall prepare and submit complete specifications for nondevelopmental  items to be used in a competitive acquisition. The Contractor shall not furnish these items to the DoD, either as a prime or subcontractor, for the duration of the initial production contract plus a period of three years or system life excluding sustainment.

(a)(2)(ii) The Contractor shall either prepare or assist in preparing a work statement for use in competitively acquiring the Maintenance Repair and Overhaul (MRO) Program Office Support in association with the Depot Maintenance Transformation (DMT) Initiative, or provide material leading directly, predictably, and without delay to such a work statement. The Contractor may not supply implementer services for the system or the major components of the system  for a period of three years or system life excluding sustainment, as either the prime or subcontractor unless it becomes the sole source, has participated in the design or development work, or more than one Contractor has participated in preparing the work statement. 


Alternate II:
(a)(2)(iii) The Contractor shall participate in the technical evaluation of other Contractors' proposals or products. To ensure objectivity, the Contractor is precluded from award of any supply or service contract or subcontract for the system or its major components. This restriction shall be effective for period of three years or system life excluding sustainment.  This does not apply to other technical evaluations concerning the system.


Alternate III: 

(b) The Contractor may gain access to proprietary information of other companies during contract performance. The Contractor agrees to enter into company-to-company agreements to (1) protect another company's information from unauthorized use or disclosure for as long as it is considered proprietary by the other company and (2) to refrain from using the information for any purpose other than that for which it was furnished. For information purposes, the Contractor shall furnish copies of these agreements to the Contracting Officer. These agreements are not intended to protect information which is available to the Government or to the Contractor from other sources and furnished voluntarily without restriction.

Alternate IV:
(c) The Contractor agrees to accept and to complete all issued task orders, and not to contract with Government prime Contractors or first-tier subcontractors in such a way as to create an organizational conflict of interest. 

Alternate V: 
(d) The Contractor agrees to accept and to complete issued delivery orders, provided that no new organizational conflicts of interest are created by the acceptance of that order.  The Contracting Officer shall identify the organizational conflict of interest in each order.  The Contractor shall not contract with Government prime Contractors or first-tier subcontractors in such a way as to create an organizational conflict of interest.

Alternate VI:

(e) The above restrictions shall be included in all subcontracts, teaming arrangements, and other agreements calling for performance of work which is subject to the organizational conflict of interest restrictions identified in this clause, unless excused in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(End of Clause)
