Request for Proposal (RFP) Definitions
Definition of Terms

· Aggregate Order Discount.  A discount applied to the Software License Price based on the cumulative number of software user licenses purchased since BPA award and those licenses owned by the Government which are currently under software maintenance supporting subsumed DEAMS functionality (i.e., credit for previously purchased software owned by an organization that is incorporated into the DEAMS effort). 

· Aggregate Order Discount Price.  GSA FSS price less the applicable Aggregate Order Discount.

· Best Value.  The expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government’s estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.

· Completeness.  The Offeror’s proposal will be evaluated for completeness to ensure that the Offeror is responsive in providing all price information outlined in the Instructions to Offerors.

· Contract Year (CY).  One year of performance based on BPA award date.
· Fiscal Year (FY).  Government FYs begin on 1 October and end on 30 September.

· Fit-Gap Report (FGR).  The FGR is the name given to a Fit-Gap Template that has been “filled out”/completed by the Offeror and returned to the Government as part of the Mission Capability Volume.

· Fit-Gap Template (FGT).  The FGT provides much of the same information as provided in the RTM while at the same time providing the template for the majority of each Offeror’s technical response to the government RFP.  The FGT will identify the requirements, map them to one of three risk categories while still holding on to the categorization as JFMIP, BMMP or DEAMS-Unique, provide each Offeror with the opportunity to identify whether its product can meet the requirements, and provide the opportunity for each Offeror to describe its reasoning for each answer.  
· Information Technology.  Includes matters concerned with the furtherance of computer science and technology, design, development, installation, and implementation of information systems and applications.

· Price.  The amount to be paid by the Government for products or services.

· Realism.  The proposal price is realistic for the work to be performed, reflects a clear understanding of requirements, and is consistent with the unique method of performance described in the Offeror’s proposal.

· Reasonableness.  A price is reasonable if, in its nature and amount, it does not exceed the price that would be incurred by a prudent person in the conduct of competitive business.

· Requirements Traceability Matrix (RTM).  The RTM is part of the content of the SRD and provides a cross-reference between the individual requirements statements and the business process flows of which they are part.

· Software User Licenses.  The Software licenses necessary to provide the DEAMS software capabilities and support full lifecycle implementation of the software.  That is, all licenses necessary to support end users, product configuration, integration tools and connectors, server licenses (development, testing, training, and production), etc., needed to implement the software in its multiple configurations collectively called production system (this potentially includes multiple development, test, training, production, etc).

· Software Maintenance.  All patches, enhancements, upgrades, new software releases (new versions).  Additionally, this maintenance includes all services necessary to ensure the vendor’s product is JFMIP qualified, free from defects in engineering, undocumented features, and software “bugs”.  The government does not intend to pay additional maintenance fees for expenses related to maintaining JFMIP qualification, new software releases, product upgrades, or support necessary to fix defects in the Software.  Software maintenance must be purchased on an annual basis based on the price, terms and conditions outlined in the GSA FSS and BPA.

· System Requirements Document (SRD).  The SRD defines the technical and functional requirements that must be met by the DEAMS solution.  This includes not only the requirements statements but also the business process flows and narratives that document the “to-be” business process state for DEAMS.  The requirements have been categorized as falling into one of three requirement categories—Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) requirements, Business Management Modernization Program (BMMP) requirements, and DEAMS Unique requirements.

· Then-Year (TY) Dollars.  Dollars that have been escalated into the time period of the performance of the contract.  They are sometimes referred to as “escalated dollars” or “inflated dollars.”
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
