GLOSSARY OF IMPORTANT TERMS

Commercial Off The Shelf Package (COTS Package): Commercial software that requires no unique government modifications or maintenance over the life cycle of the product to meet the needs of the DEAMS program.  This software must meet the functional and technical requirements contained in the Sources Sought.

COTS Supplier:  A company that owns the source code for the COTS Package being proposed.  The COTS Supplier must possess license capability for USTRANSCOM with options for the DoD.  In addition, the supplier must have the capability to provide licenses for product support services.

Enterprise Integration:  The process of maintaining functional discipline and architectural integrity across the Business Management Modernization Program (BMMP) domains and be responsible for Configuration Control (i.e., COTS implementation and configuration, maintain library of bolt-on and custom code functionality, etc.), Data Standards, and Architecture Standards (e.g., USTRANSCOM, GCSS, BMMP, etc.).
Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) Certified:  JFMIP periodically tests commercial financial management software products in order to “certify” them for federal acquisition. This testing process is designed to ensure that available products comply with all mandatory core financial management systems requirements, also published by JFMIP. The objective of this program is to enable agencies to acquire new financial management systems with the assurance selected products can handle common federal accounting, reporting, and electronic business transactions out of the box.
COTS Industry Workshop:  A dialogue between the Government and Industry representatives.  Emphasis will be on collaboration to identify program risks, and coordinate on the draft Statement of Objectives (SOO) for the formal Request for Proposal (RFP).

Familiarization Demonstration:  An opportunity for COTS Suppliers to demonstrate their COTS Package and educate the Government team on how their product, available in the market today, meets the high level requirements identified in the Sources Sought Synopsis.

Extended Service Providers (ESPs):  Companies that will support the integration of the COTS solution into the operational environment.  For example, responsibilities will include maintenance of requirements documentation, COTS configuration, Business Process Re-engineering (BPR), custom coding (as required), deployment/transition, maintenance, help desk, change management training, etc.
