6.  In the context of this CDRL, a “/T” following the Data Item Number in Block 4 on the DD Form 1423-1 is to be interpreted as “tailoring” of that Data Item Description (DID), and will be clarified in Block 16 (Remarks) of the DD Form 1423-1.  When a “/T” is not indicated, the data must comply fully with the DID.

7.  Unless otherwise indicated, all copies specified in Block 14 of the CDRL are required.

8.  “Contract Reference” will be Statement of Work (SOW) paragraph numbers unless annotated otherwise.

9.  Unless otherwise specified in Block 16 of the DD Form 1423-1, an “A” in Block 8 of the DD Form 1423-1 means the data shall be submitted to the Government for review and approval.  The Government will provide the contractor in writing, mandatory  changes, suggested changes and/or other comments within 30 calendar days of the date of receipt of the data, unless otherwise specified in the CDRL, Contract or in a PCO letter.
