This is not a solicitation, but rather a combined Request for Information and Industry Day announcement for the Surveillance Radar Program acquisition strategy planning/market research phase.  As an update to (then) Commerce Business Daily print-notice dated September 22, 2000.  The Electronic Systems Center (ESC), Strategic Command and Control (SC2) Systems Program Office (ESC/NDB), 11 Eglin Street, Hanscom AFB, MA 01731-2100, is seeking sources qualified to design, develop, fabricate, integrate, test and maintain a proposed Foreign Military Sales (FMS) Early Warning Radar and associated C4I.
