Joint Synthetic Battlespace (JSB) 

Request for Information (RFI)

The C4ISR Enterprise Integration/C2 Constellation Office at Electronic Systems Center (ESC/CX), Hanscom AFB on behalf of the JSB Program Office (ESC/CXES), is requesting information from industry for business approaches to obtain market research data to assist in developing the JSB.  THIS IS A REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) ONLY.  It is not a Request for Proposal, a Request for Quotation, an Invitation for Bids, a solicitation, or an indication the US Air Force or ESC will contract for the items contained in the RFI.  ESC will not pay respondents for information provided in response to this RFI.

The JSB will deliver a modeling and simulation system to operators and acquirers to rapidly integrate and produce tailored simulation environments for training, mission rehearsal, experimentation, and system acquisitions.  It is primarily a software integration and development effort, focusing on providing the needed simulation components, tools, and services.  The JSB is broadly applicable to Air Force users responsible for operations and acquisition.  The JSB is envisioned to provide on-demand products and services that enable users responsible for providing simulated battlespaces to rapidly compose those environments at a reduced cost and in less time than is possible today.  

The JSB will provide access to realistic representations of friendly and threat warfighting capabilities, realistic representations of the natural environment, and an architecture framework to support developing representations that allow the easy and rapid integration of those representations into synthetic battlespaces.  Additionally, it will provide a mechanism to capture and distribute information generated by the JSB and its users to support training, mission rehearsal, decision support, acquisition, deployment, employment, operations, tactics/strategy development for deployment, Courses of Action (COA) analysis and development, security, and the sustainment of warfighting capabilities.

Satisfaction of the JSB capabilities will likely require broad corporate involvement, including the non-traditional M&S companies.  The JSB plans to leverage legacy simulations such as Joint Modeling and Simulation System (JMASS) and Air Force Modeling and Simulation Training Toolkit (AFM&STT), as well as readily available commercial systems.
The C4ISR Enterprise Integration/C2 Constellation Office requests industry information concerning the following:

1. Your corporate ability to lead the development of JSB.  For this effort, you would be expected to assess existing industry and DoD capabilities, and then make recommendations to the Government regarding acquisition of products (non proprietary preferable) and services to provide JSB capabilities.  You should only recommend a product of your own company for meeting JSB requirements when it is determined to clearly be the best for meeting the requirements.  In addition, your company should not develop any capabilities for JSB, but subcontract out these efforts to the most qualified companies.  You would be responsible for integrating the products and demonstrating that they meet the system requirements.  Support at various sites may be required.

2. Your ability to quickly acquire products and if needed, subcontractors’ services in support of evolving JSB needs.  Specify your anticipated time in work days or calendar weeks to get new subcontractors on contract.  Your ability to obtain models and data from various model and data owners across the Department of Defense (DoD) as well as maintenance approach for keeping the baseline JSB set of models Configuration Managed and interoperable.

3. Your ability and experience to access “Warfighting expertise and data”, including doctrine, models, data, and expertise.  

4. Your ability and experience for developing an Integration Framework, for facilitating the rapid integration of existing models and simulations.

5. Your knowledge and expertise in the area of M&S standards including HLA, DIS, and ALSP.  Your ability to specify the appropriate set of standards for JSB and then apply these to test for JSB compliancy.

6. Your ability and expertise for leading the development and implementation of Multi Level Security (MLS) for JSB.

Please provide a synopsis, no more than 3 pages, 12-point, Times New Roman font, minimum one-inch margins, in Microsoft® Word format. Please identify yourself as either a Large Business (LB), Small Business (SB), Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB), or Woman-Owned (WO) business. Address your ability to meet capabilities 1-6 above, and provide a brief history highlighting past experience on similar government contracts. In addition to the three-page synopsis, a cover page or cover letter may be included.  ESC/CXES would prefer to have responses to this RFI by close of business (COB) 11 Feb 04, but will continue to accept RFI submittals up to the COB 18 February 2004.
