SUBJECT:  Request for Proposal for Integrated Strategic Planning Analysis Network Modernization Architecture and Integration (ISPAN Mod. A&I), RFP 8722-04-R-0003.

3.  The Government’s Objective is to procure the ISPAN Modernization Architecture and Integration system using a “best value” approach as defined in Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and Air Force FAR Supplement (AFFARS).  The contractor will be chosen through a competitive selection IAW FAR part 15. 

a.  To achieve the capabilities identified in the ORD, a new software (S/W) architecture must be defined for ISPAN, software must be developed to implement the architecture, the current ISPAN applications must be migrated into the new architecture, and new planning and analysis tools and capabilities must be added.  Based on this approach to the operational requirements, the SDD phase has been split into three blocks.  
b. During the initial development Phase (Framework Function Development 3600), the Contractor shall design, develop, integrate, test and deliver capabilities as outlined in the Statement of Objectives (SOO), Technical requirement Document (TRD), Integrated Master Plan (IMP) and in accordance with the Spiral Development Increment Plan (SDIP) and the Performance Work Statement (PWS)(Note: The IMP and PWS will be provided by contractor and incorporated into the contract). The Contractor shall maintain all developed software until transitioned to Operations and Sustainment (O&S). Further, the contractor shall provide data associated with ISPAN modernization A & I Framework Function Development IAW Section J, Exhibit A, CDRLs.  

b.  Upon successful completion of development and testing, ISPAN will enter a 10-year O&M phase including Frame Work Function O&S, Extant Product Line O&S, and C2 Software O&S.  The contractor will perform software maintenance and enhancements as directed by the Government in accordance with the Technical Requirement Documents (TRD), Technical Direction Documents (TDD) and Performance Work Statement (PWS), (See Section B). 

c. Additional Option Line items have been added to this RFP to which offerors will also be expected to propose: Additional in-Scope Tasks (3600), Additional in-Scope Tasks (3400), and Studies, Other efforts and Miscellaneous labor, (See Section B).   

4.  The offeror shall submit a complete proposal, including full cost volumes.  This will not be a split proposal; the submittal will contain all information required by the RFP (See Section L).  Following this submission the Government will conduct Oral presentations. All necessary proposal documents will be posted to the Government’s HERBB page (http://www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil/), with the exception of the TRD and Security Classification guide, which are classified. Contractors will be expected to follow the ISPAN Classified Documents pickup instructions on HERBB to obtain these documents.
