     F. CONTRACTOR.  Enter the contractor’s name or acronym (inserted at award).

Data shall be submitted for receipt by the customer in accordance with the delivery schedule specified on the individual DD Form 1423, except that due dates falling on non-working days (Saturdays, Sundays, and recognized national {legal} holidays) shall be construed to mean the next regular working day.  All due dates (e.g., 30 DAC) are calendar counted unless designated otherwise.  

5.  Existence of an “A” in Block 8 on the DD Form 1423 indicates written approval by the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) is required.
