Item # 5 (Business Functional Capabilities) should address all areas under "Business Processes" (Pages 1-9 inclusive).

Also, Item # 6 (Technical Architecture) should address all of the aspects identified by A. thru K. and in addition, should explain/describe how the products will satisfy the areas identified above in Item # 4, but from a from a highly technical or engineering standpoint so that technical/engineering personnel can understand how the engineering aspects of the areas in Item # 4 will behave.
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
