SUBJECT:  Request for Proposal (RFP) for FA8770-04-R-0093; Information Technology Applications Center (ITAC) Technical Support

1.  This is a combined synopsis/solicitation for commercial items prepared in accordance with the format in Subpart 12.6, as supplemented with additional information included in this notice. This announcement constitutes the only solicitation; proposals are being requested and a written solicitation will not be issued. The solicitation document and incorporated provisions and clauses are those in effect through Federal Acquisition Circular 2001-24
2.  This RFP is issued to competitively award a labor hour contract.  This is a small business set-aside for the Information Technology Application Center (ITAC) Technical Support.  The associated NAIC code for the RFP is 541519 with a small business size standard of $21,000,000.
3.  Award will be made to the best value contractor whose proposal conforms to the solicitation requirements and is judged, by an integrated assessment of the criteria attached, to be the most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.

4.  The Government plans to award one (1) delivery order for the effort listed in the attached Statement of Objectives (SOO).  However, the Government reserves the right to award more than one (1) delivery order, one (1) delivery order or no delivery order at all, depending on the quality of the proposal(s) submitted and the availability of funds.

5.  Offerors must also provide an Organization Conflict of Interest (OCI) Mitigation Plan with their proposals, if applicable.  
6.  Proposal(s) shall be submitted on a Labor Hour basis.  Offeror(s) shall breakout their labor hours and costs.  If travel or ODC’s are proposed then provide details of these costs.  Reimbursement for travel is limited to that required in the performance of the order and shall be in accordance with the Joint Travel Regulation (JTR).  Local travel or the relocation of contractor personnel from other geographic areas for the purpose of staffing an order is not subject to reimbursement.  The Government will not pay charges for local travel between Government and contractor facilities, to and from the Contractor employee’s home and a work site, or to and from one company building to another.  All travel costs subject to reimbursement are limited to travel occurring at the authorization of the Government Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) prior to travel, performed in conjunction with a specific requirement for a trip authorized in an order and shall not exceed the obligated dollar amount on the travel CLIN.  No travel will be reimbursed for “home” trips for employees who live outside the geographic area of the performance location.  G&A costs are allowable.  

Note:  Although the JTR refers to military and civilian personnel, in this case it also refers and applies to support contractors.

7.  The proposal shall utilize the Contract Line Item Number (CLIN) structure located in attachment 7.  Any resultant contract will consist of a base period and four (4) one year option periods.  The initial period of performance will be from 28 September 2004 thru 27 September 2005.  

8.  Included in the attached package are the evaluation criteria for the proposals.  Offeror(s) shall provide the following: 
· Past Performance information that documents evidence of experience working with the ITAC or another technology test lab similar to the support required.  
· Experience supporting Sun, Dell, GCSS hardware and software.  
· Security Officer experience working with technology labs, SSAAs and familiar with the Government rules and regulations.  Offeror(s) shall provide points of contact that can confirm relative experience.  
· Points of contact shall include the program manager and contracting representative’s name, phone number as well as a contract reference number and a short explanation of the support and how it is similar.

9.  Due to the nature of the work, only US contractors may bid on this effort and work may only be performed by US citizens or permanents residents

10.  The Government will determine the proposal that provides the most advantageous offer to satisfy the requirements of this solicitation based on an integrated assessment of each quotation.  This selection will be based on the attached evaluation criteria.  The Government reserves the right to award to other than the Contractor with the lowest price.  Request a Labor Hour quote from GSA schedule rates if applicable.  Separate, cost reimbursable CLINs shall be proposed for Other Direct Costs (ODC’s) and Travel.  If applicable, a copy of your GSA schedule including the front page of the schedule, the rate schedule and description of labor categories shall be included with your proposal.

11.  Additional clause(s) that may be incorporated into the resulting contractual document are listed below and in Attachment 8.
FAR 52.212-1, Instructions to Offerors – Commercial (Jan 2004) applies to this acquisition.  The following is provided as addenda to the provision:


(e)  - Offerors are NOT encouraged to submit multiple offers.  Only one (1) proposal from each offeror will be evaluated.
