ESC/FMF 3rd FlOOR SYSTEMS FURNITURE REMOVAL AND INSTALLATION
1.  
SCOPE:  Furnish all parts, labor, materials, tools, equipment and transportation necessary 

to disassemble/remove all existing systems furniture and provide/install new refurbished Herman Miller systems furniture, carpet and all necessary electrical work/connections to all cubicals for ESC/FMF.  Provide empty moving boxes for personal items.  The contractor shall comply with all, building codes, federal, state, and local laws, statutes and regulations.

LOCATION:  Financial Services Office in Building 1305, 3rd Floor, located at 20

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:  The contractor shall begin work within 10 days of notification from the ESC/FMF Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF).    

4.  
WORKING HOURS:  Work is to be completed Monday through Friday, 0730 to 1600 hrs (excluding holidays). Any changes to these hours shall be coordinated through the Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF).  
5.  
SAFETY & CLEANUP: Contractor shall remove debris and old dismantled cubicles from the work area and daily, or more often as necessary, to avoid an accumulation at the work site.  The contractor shall have a supervisor on site at all times during work.  Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining a work site compliant with the Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA) regulations and all Local, State and Federal Codes.  

6.
PRODUCTS/MATERIALS:  The Contractor shall follow the written  manufacturer instructions and procedures for all products and equipment specified in this Statement of Work. 

 a.  Contractor shall supply ESC/FMF 50 office moving boxes with labels.  Boxes must be delivered to building 1305 one week prior to move.  Contractor will work with Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF) to schedule drop off of boxes and labels.

b.  Contractor shall provide a final design working with the Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF) to configure the areas identified prior to beginning work.

c.  Contractor shall build /outfit cubicles and carpet based on agreement of design, between Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF) and the Contractor.   


Carpeting shall meet the following requirements:  

The type of carpeting shall be 28 ounce nylon Patcraft Homeroom 28.  Approximately 850 square yards of carpeting will be required for this floor.  



Cubicles shall meet the following requirements:




Panel Fabric:  Guilford FR701 #238 Graymix




Tackboard Fabric:  Guilford FR701 #481 Claret Accent




Laminate:  Herman Miller HF w3mm PVC Edge, Innertone Light




Paint:  Herman Miller MT medium tone




Pedestals:  Herman Miller B front pedestals

     d.  Contractor shall be responsible to furnish all electrical labor and material components to 

     ensure power supply from all cubicles up to the cicuit breaker box (the Government will tie   

     all wiring to the breaker box).  In all cirucmstances (1)-20AMP electrical circuit breaker   

     per two cubes with no shared neutrals is required.  If current electrical setup is not correctly 

     configured to meet current building codes, the contractor shall reconfigure to ensure 

     compliance.   

e.  Power wiring shall be separated from data/telephone communication wiring by a divider. It’s applicable to power poles, if used, and to power/communication distribution panels integral to system furniture.

f.  Contractor shall afford ESC/FMF reasonable time to install network and telephone wiring.  The Government will install network and telephone wiring; however, the contractor will conceal this wiring inside the raceways.  Time should be projected to schedule this work.

g.  Contractor shall use a phased approach for dismantling the old cubicles.  Contractor shall coordinate with the Project Manager (Del Davison, ESC/FMF) on a daily basis to determine which cubilces can be dismantled for the next day.  Only one office at a time will be under construction (unless otherwise approved), to ensure people can be moved to spaces as they become available.
