NBAFS CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

FISCAL YEAR 2005 (01 October thru 30 September 2005)
1) Contractor shall furnish and utilize their own sample bottles, preservatives, coolers, chill packs, chain-of-custody's, bottle labels, testing/laboratory equipment, materials, etc.

2) Contractor shall arrange to pick-up samples at NBAFS or prepay any shipping via public/private courier service (i.e. bus. taxi, air, POV, etc.).

3) Contractor shall be certified by the State of New Hampshire for all testing procedures required.
4) Contractor shall provide NBAFS a current Certification of Approval for Wastewater Analysis in November 2004 and May 2005 for all testing required.  Contractor shall mail a hard copy of laboratory results noting that certificates shall not be faxed.

5) Contractor shall submit laboratory results to NBAFS within eight (8) calendar days of the pickup date (i.e. Results obtained on Wednesday would be faxed to NBAFS by the following Thursday).  The contractor may fax results to NBAFS on a cover sheet noting the results of tests performed during a specific period.  The contractor shall mail hard copies to NBAFS within two weeks that includes copies of all bench sheets for each analysis performed. 

6) Contractor shall furnish NBAFS a copy of the most recent State of New Hampshire On-Site Evaluation for Wastewater Report within 30 days of contract award.  The NHDES Laboratory Services Unit office Quality Assurance & Certifying Officer issues the state report.

7) Contractor shall provide NBAFS a copy of the most recent follow up report for the On-Site Evaluation for Wastewater (#6) within 30 days of contract award.

8) Contractor shall furnish NBAFS a copy of the most recent Performance Evaluation Report (QA/QC) USEPA Water Pollution study within 30 days of contract award.

9) Contractor shall call or fax NBAFS within 24 hours if E.coli results are over 406-counts/l00 mL.
10) Contractor shall bill monthly but only for the required items that get performed/completed each month.
